——_An Act relating to the Oklahoma Department of
Commerce; making appropriations to the Oklahoma
Department of Commerce; stating purposes of
appropriations; authorizing certain expenditures;
prescribing budgetary categories and amounts;
requiring performance measures; providing for duties
and compensation of employees; setting budgetary
limitations; setting expenditure limitations in
certain categories and amounts; providing for
expenditure of certain amounts in designated
categories; requiring Oklahoma Department of Commerce
to enter into certain contracts; providing for
certain matching amount; providing for expenditure
for Head Start Programs; providing formula for
distribution of funds; providing exemption from
Oklahoma Central Purchasing Act; requiring certain
provisions in certain contracts; providing for
expenditures related to substate multicounty regional
planning; allocating amounts; authorizing certain
matching requirement; requiring establishment of
certain eligibility requirements; imposing certain
voting requirement; authorizing contracts for certain
purposes; providing for powers and duties of certain
entities; providing for and requiring certain
expenditures; prescribing procedures related to
expenditure of funds pursuant to contractual
provisions; requiring certain budget programs and
reports; requiring certain audits and for payment
therefor; exempting certain contracts from the
Oklahoma Central Purchasing Act; requiring and
authorizing the transfer and expenditure of certain
funds for certain purposes; providing for certain
application requirements; providing for budgeting and
encumbrances; making appropriations nonfiscal;
providing lapse dates; requiring and prohibiting
certain budget procedures; providing budgetary
limits; providing for codification; providing an
effective date; and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:




SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the Oklahoma
Department of Commerce from any monies not otherwise appropriated
from the General Revenue Fund of the State Treasury for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2005, the sum of Three Million Dollars
($3,000,000.00) or so much thereof as may be necessary to implement
the Community Expansion of Nutrition Assistance (CENA) program for
independent senior centers across the state as implemented and
administered by the Area Agency on Aging programs. The Oklahoma
Department of Commerce is hereby directed to promulgate emergency
rules to administer the CENA program by September 1, 2004.

SECTION 2. There is hereby appropriated to the Oklahoma
Department of Commerce from any monies not otherwise appropriated
from the General Revenue Fund of the State Treasury for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2005, the sum of Two Million Six Hundred Sixty-
eight Thousand One Hundred Sixty-one Dollars ($2,668,161.00) or so
much thereof as may be necessary to perform the duties imposed upon
the Oklahoma Department of Commerce by law.

SECTION 3. There is hereby appropriated to the Oklahoma
Department of Commerce from any monies not otherwise appropriated
from the Special Cash Fund of the State Treasury the sum of Four
Million Seven Hundred Seven Thousand One Hundred Sixty-eight Dollars
($4,707,168.00) or so much thereof as may be necessary to perform
the duties imposed upon the Oklahoma Department of Commerce by law.

SECTION 4. For the fiscal year ending June 30, 2005, the
Oklahoma Department of Commerce shall budget all funds in the
following categories and amounts:

The agency shall develop outcome-based performance measures for
each budget category.

SECTION 5. The duties and compensation of employees, not
otherwise prescribed by law, necessary to perform the duties imposed
upon the Oklahoma Department of Commerce by law shall be set by the
Executive Director. Unless otherwise provided by law, the salary of
the Executive Director of the Oklahoma Department of Commerce shall
be set by the Governor. The Oklahoma Department of Commerce for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 2004, shall be subject to the following
budgetary limitations on full-time-equivalent employees and
expenditures excluding expenditures for capital and special
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projects, except as may be authorized pursuant to the provisions of
Section 3603 of Title 74 of the Oklahoma Statutes:

Notwithstanding any other requirements provided by law, categories
and amounts authorized by this section shall be exempt from the
Central Purchasing Act.

SECTION 7. The Oklahoma Department of Commerce shall enter into
contracts to distribute Six Hundred Sixty-three Thousand Two Hundred
Seventy-six Dollars ($663,276.00) of the amount allocated to all
Community Action Agencies listed in this act for the purpose of
general missions of the agencies. Such distribution shall be based
on a formula developed from historical data such as poverty
population, number of elderly poor and size of geographic service
area.

The Department may require the agencies which receive said funds
to provide a thirty percent (30%) matching share in cash or in-kind
contributions, or both such cash and in-kind contributions.

SECTION 8. The Oklahoma Department of Commerce shall expend
Three Million One Hundred Sixty-eight Thousand Four Hundred Eighty-
four Dollars ($3,168,484.00) of the amount allocated to Community
Action Agencies in this act, or so much thereof as may be necessary,
for the purpose of improving Head Start Programs and expanding Head
Start enrollment. Of said amount:

1. Two Million Nine Hundred Five Thousand Six Hundred Twenty
Dollars ($2,905,620.00) shall be distributed through contracts with
Community Action Agencies that operate or sponsor federally funded
Head Start Programs. Contracts shall require eligible Community
Action Agencies to expand Head Start services and enrollment, offer
family services and develop early intervention strategies for
juvenile delinquency prevention. Distribution of funds shall be
based on a formula developed from historical data on poverty
population and criteria used by the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services in the distribution of federal funds appropriated for
the Head Start program;

2. One Hundred Fifty-five Thousand Nine Hundred Twenty-four
Dollars ($155,924.00), or so much thereof as may be necessary, shall
be expended by the Oklahoma Department of Commerce for the purpose
of administering Head Start contracts provided for herein. Such
duties of the Department shall include establishing performance
criteria, reviewing programs for effectiveness in accomplishing
objectives of the federal Head Start Program, and monitoring
compliance with contractual provisions; and

3. One Hundred Six Thousand Nine Hundred Forty Dollars
($106,940.00) shall be distributed through contract to the Oklahoma
Association of Community Action Agencies, Inc., for the purpose of
the Head Start Coordination Program and providing assessment,
training and technical assistance to Head Start programs.

SECTION 9. Contracts with Community Action Agencies authorized

by this act shall be exempt from the Oklahoma Central Purchasing
Act. The Department of Commerce shall not execute a contract with a
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
