An Act relating to state government personnel;

amending 74 0.S. 2001, Section 3601.1, as last
amended by Section 1, Chapter 463, 0.S.L. 2004 and
Section 2, Chapter 463, 0.S.L. 2004 (74 0.S. Supp.
2004, Sections 3601.1 and 3601.2), which relate to
full-time-equivalent state employees and chief
executive officers; modifying provisions related to
full-time-equivalent state employees; prescribing
minimum and maximum amounts of salaries of chief
executive officers; providing an effective date; and
declaring an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 74 O.S. 2001, Section 3601.1, as
last amended by Section 1, Chapter 463, O0.S.L. 2004 (74 0.S. Supp.
2004, Section 3601.1), is amended to read as follows:

Section 3601.1 A. For purposes of Sections 3601.1 through 3603
of this title, the term “employee” means a full-time employee or any
number of part-time employees whose combined weekly hours of
employment equal those of a full-time employee, but shall not
include temporary employees working on a seasonal basis between May
1 and October 31. :

B. Beginning July 1, 2004, the maximum number of full-time-
equivalent employees for each of the following agencies, boards,
commissions, departments, or programs shall not exceed the numbers
specified in this section, except as may be authorized pursuant to
the provisions of Section 3603 of this title.

C. The duties and compensation of employees, not otherwise
prescribed by law, necessary to perform the duties imposed upon the
Oklahoma Public Employees Retirement System Board of Trustees by law
shall be set by the Board of Trustees.

D. Temporary employees of the Oklahoma Used Motor Vehicle and
Parts Commission between the dates of November 1 and January 31
annually shall not be counted toward the maximum number of full-
time-equivalent employees provided for in this section.

SECTION 2. AMENDATORY Section 2, Chapter 463, 0.S.L.
2004 (74 O0.S. Supp. 2004, Section 3601.2), is amended to read as
follows:

Section 3601.2 A. Beginning January 1, 2005, the agency,
board, commission, department or program shall establish the salary
of each of the chief executive officers for which they have
appointing authority. Such salary shall be set between the minimum
and maximum of the range specified below, for full-time employees
only, per annum, payable monthly, pursuant to the limitations
outlined below:

1. If the chief executive officer’s salary is below the minimum
annual salary then it can not be raised to more than the minimum
annual salary in one (1) fiscal year. If the chief executive
officer’s salary is at or above the minimum annual salary then &heis
the salary may not be increased above the midpoint in one (1) fiscal
year.

2. 8Such increases shall not occur more than once in a fiscal
year; and
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3. The salary of the incumbent chief executive officer shall
not be increased if sueh the officer’s salary exceeds the maximum of

the range.
