The proponent's April 4, 2008 motion to withdraw State Question No. 

737, Initiative Petition No. 387 is effective to concede the merits of the protestants' 

signature challenges, and the realistic probability that the total number of signatures 

tendered will be inadequate to withstand the challenges. The court finds that the 

proponent's concession is reasonable, and should be accepted, and that the petition 

should be declared numerically insufficient. 

All issues raised in connection with the filing of this Initiative Petition 

stand fully concluded by this order.
